The new MK NX dehumidifiers are 
designed for durability and greater 
energy efficiency. Proven design  
elements from previous MK series 
have been adopted or enhanced 
to make cleaning and maintenance 
easier as well as simplify  
the replacement of damaged  
components.

Featuring a fully graphical dis-
play, these dehumidifiers eliminate 
language barriers and ensure easy 
operation. Moreover, the inte-
grated RH/T sensor (hygrostat 
function) helps to ensure efficient 
dehumidification. The MK NX series 
has also been upgraded with a 
2-speed fan, night mode, and a 
MID-certified kWh meter. Finally, 
the invaluable versatility of these 
dehumidifiers is ensured by acces-
sories like the condensate pump, 
external humidistat, and wall 
bracket, as well as the condensate 
drain contained as standard in the 
condensate tank (if present). 

The new MK NX series uses the 
refrigerant R454C. This refrigerant 
is known for its low global warm-
ing potential (GWP), which means 
that Munters dehumidifiers make a 
significant contribution to protect-
ing the environment.

MK NX series dehumidifiers are 
particularly well-suited for  
corrosion and condensation  
prevention in waterworks systems, 

for humidity abatement in storage 
rooms, cellars, archives, etc., and 
as portable restoration equipment 
for water and fire damage. These 
dehumidifiers are equipped with a 
height-adjustable handle for easier 
operation. The large rubber wheels 
and floor-friendly feet on these 
dehumidifiers make them highly 
portable while also preventing 
damage to fixtures and furniture.

They dehumidify the ambient 
air by cooling it according to the 
“water trap” principle. An axial 
fan draws in the ambient air via 
a cooling coil (evaporator). This 
cooling coil brings the air temper-
ature below the dew point, caus-
ing water to condense out. This 
water then collects in the water 
tank or drains out directly via a 
condensate hose. The cooled air 
is then heated again by a heat-
ing coil (condenser). The overall 
waste heat from the compressor 
causes the temperature to increase 
slightly. Via recirculation, the air is 
dehumidified quickly, effectively, 
and carefully.
